· Exam –Benny
· 2019 is the same test. Third year in a row. Last year we will use the same test.

· Is authoriwise software now mandatory?
· Is the fee mandatory for putting together the test or can Colorado still put together our test and send it in?
· 48% passed the 2018 colorado test. 56% passed the international test. 

· Finance/Budget  - Brad 
· Brad worked on estimates for the budget
· Misc. income is $500 but we did the crop clinic and got more than that in sponsors.
· Crop clinic money went straight to CSU’s CCA account, we did not give it to Madison so it won’t show up on the reports from Madison. 

· Standards and Ethics- Thaine

· New Business
